NEW Aladdin Mural Coming Soon!  
Did you notice that the wall in front of the Aladdin was re 
surfaced recently?  Well, artists Blaine Fontana and David 
Rice have been chosen to paint a mural this summer on that 
prominent wall facing Milwaukie Ave.  It will have a music 
focus (of course) and will blend into and focus on the 
architecture and style of the venue. A design has yet to be 
officially chosen, but since these are the same artists who 
worked together in 2015 to complete the TriMet mural on 
17th/Holgate, I am sure it will be spectacular.  Portland 
Street Art Alliance is coordinating the effort and look for the 
mural to be completed by early September at the latest. 

The People’s Depot Bottle Return and 
Clinton Triangle Shelter Updates
Recent City budget cuts have undermined commitments 
made in the Clinton Triangle Shelter GNA. Urban Alchemy’s 
“PDX Love” team was essential for community support, yet 
funding for their Zone 1 outreach has ended and will shift the 
burden onto local businesses and residents to keep the area 
clean and report issues. Compounding this issue is the 
proposed addition of "The People's Depot" bottle/can 
redemption site at the corner of Milwaukie and Powell, 
further increasing neighborhood concerns with crime, drug 
use, and livability. The BBA urges our neighbors to ask the 
City to clearly identify impacted commitments, present a new 
service maintenance plan, and ensure transparent 
communication before proceeding with changes to services.

Portland Leather Goods turns 10!

A proposed merger between Union Pacific and Norfolk 
Southern could substanƟally increase  rail traffic through our 
 area, specifically at the SE 8th, 11th, and 12th crossings.  At 
the Brooklyn Yard, Union Pacific envisions a 22% increase in 
the volume of trains  if the merger happens.   The Brooklyn 
Action Corps LUTC has already taken a proactive stance by 
formally filing a Notice of Intent (NOI) to comment on the 
merger with the Surface Transportation Board (STB). This 
filing ensures that our community's concerns regarding at-
grade crossing blockages are heard at the federal level.  The 
STB holds the authority to mandate solutions if the merger's 
impacts are deemed extreme. This could include requiring 
Union Pacific to open a formal dialogue with the City of 
Portland or even mandating that the railroad fund a grade 
separaƟon  to resolve persistent blockage issues.

How it Started… Established in 1897, Brooklyn Pharmacy stands 
as one of Oregon's oldest independent pharmacies. For 54 years, 
the establishment was owned by Mike Dardis, RPh, a beloved 
figure in the community who recently passed away in January 
2026. Pat Hubbell took over the legacy in November 2017, 
introducing enhanced services such as home deliveries, 
immunizations, and both human and veterinary compounding, 
alongside an expanded selection of OTC products. With the 
steadfast support of the local community, Brooklyn Pharmacy 
continues to grow in strength and viability each year. 

How’s it Going? Currently, they are preparing to provide 
immunizations for the community this season: Flu, COVID, 
Pneumonia, Shingles, Tetanus,  RSV and many others. The 
pharmacy is also growing its compounding services for a wider 
range of patients, including both humans and pets (including 
canines, felines, porcupines, and other “ines” LOL) 
Visitors can meet HAL (short for Haloperidol), the adorable 
resident "pharmacy dog" and "Customer Comfort Specialist," who 
provides emotional support in exchange for affection and treats 
from their jar. Due to unsustainable contract terms from 
CVS/Caremark, Brooklyn Pharmacy is terminating that business 
relationship as of Aug 6, 2026. This change also ends partnerships 
with CVS-owned Anthem and Aetna. For the latest updates and 
service details, please visit their website.
